Any funds paid up to, and including April, 2012 will be fully refundable. After April 2012, 

monies will be refundable, less any costs incurred in the finalising of the shipping of the 

boats, and any other costs relating to the boats.  

7.  Full details of the events, demonstrations and cultural activities planned are yet to be 

finalised but will be added to the website as soon as confirmed.  

Note:  The fee includes shipping surf boats to Europe in a container from your nearest capital city or 

Auckland, NZ. Customs clearances, initial storage and truck transport to Kilye Bay near Eceabat on 

the Dardanelles is also included. 24 hour security is also proposed.  

Return freight of boats to Australia or New Zealand is not included. Discussions are underway for the 

on selling of surf boats to European clubs who have long suffered a shortage of surf boats.  

During the next 6 years, those of you who join us will have opportunities to determine the best 

course for your club. The Gallipoli 100 website can also provide information to members, friends and 

family who may wish to be a part of this historical event – The Gallipoli 100.
